THE MIGHTY PELARGONIUM

The red spider mite is the bane of gardeners, as it chews irs
destructive way through many plants, including the pelargonium.
However, help is at hand. Some varieties of pelargoniums are
resistant to the mite and American rescarchers have discovered
that these resistant varieties have long surface hairs which carry
a torm of a compound called anzcardic acid. Experiments show
that it should be possible o transfer this characreristic ro
commercial varieties without too much trouble, producing
pelargoniums that are mightier than the mite.
